1. Module Description
Metropolitan Planning Studio is typically a Practicum whereby students are required to prepare a strategic spatial plan. This is an opportunity for interrogating the relationship between spatial planning and infrastructure practically. 

Three modules are suggested;

One. Analysis of how infrastructure investment has affected spatial change in a specific part of the metropolitan area;

Two. Scenario formulation considering actors in the infrastructure terrain;

Three. Proposal on a specific infrastructure intervention. 
2. Entry and Technical Requirements 
· Urban Infrastructure course or similar.
· Access to GIS data (GIS Skills)
· Mapping equipment 
· Support documentation 
3. Module Deliverable(s)
· 2-3 page report

· Mapping
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4. Module Format
This module runs over three morning sessions in one week. 

This is an exercise to equip students with the skills to formulate sold infrastructure proposal for the metropolitan area under question. By choosing one element, students are able to interrogate it properly and transfer that learning to other elements. 

Day 1

Students choose an infrastructural element in pairs. They analyse how it has impacted urban from and resulted in the current situation. An analysis is made of associated needs and backlogs. 
Day 2

The above information is mapped. A decision is made on future delivery and implementation in according with the needs and projections identified in the analysis phase of the project. This is mapped.
Day 3
The proposal is presented; with spatial change (using the variables from Module 1) projected and mapped. 
5. Practicum Input
This deliverable then forms part of the proposal report to be submitted by students for their spatial plan. The intention is to equip them with the skills to use these tools in the whole metropolitan area. By choosing one element, they engage the intricacies of the infrastructure, and are then able to translate it to other services through peer learning.
